In class there
is Class Teacher, 2 Teaching Assistants and a Cover Teaching Assistant.

They follow
their schedules and complete learning in both 1:1 and group work sessions.

Throughout these topics we will continue to work on our individual targets, independence, shared
attention and social skills with peers.
